1 Open, Junior, Age-Group and Youth Club Records

Note. The concentration on long course events are in line with those adopted by the ASA and the SE region and their advice for other clubs and associations. Record categories for national-level age-groups match those adopted by the ASA and SER. Records and initial standards were derived from performances in the period between 1st October 1984 and 31st March 2008. The Records Secretary proposes keeping an additional note of best short and long course times for all age-groups for possible future use.

Ages shall be that on the day of competition. Juniors shall be under 16 on the day of competition.

1.1) The following Distances and Strokes shall be recognised for WDSC Club Records for both sexes for Short Course:

· Freestyle 50, 100, 200, 400, 800 and 1500 metres.

· Backstroke 50, 100, and 200 metres.

· Breaststroke 50, 100, and 200 metres.

· Butterfly 50, 100, and 200 metres.

· Individual Medley 100, 200, and 400 metres.

For the following age-groups: Junior, and Open.

1.2) The following Distances and Strokes shall be recognised for WDSC Club Records for both sexes for Long Course:

· Freestyle 50, 100, 200, 400, 800 and 1500 metres.

· Backstroke 50, 100, and 200 metres.

· Breaststroke 50, 100, and 200 metres.

· Butterfly 50, 100, and 200 metres.

· Individual Medley 200, and 400 metres.

For the following age-groups: 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16, 17, Open.

1.3) The following Distances and Strokes shall be recognised for Teams for both sexes for Short and Long Course:

· Freestyle 4*50, 4*100 and 4*200 metres.

· Medley 4*50 and 4*100 metres.

For the following age-groups: Junior, and Open.

2 Pre Age-Group Records

Note: The 7 and 8 year-old groups are too young to swim in events other than the WDSC Club Champs or other internal events.

The following Distances and Strokes shall be recognised for WDSC Club Records for both sexes for Open Course

· Freestyle 50, 100, 200, 400, 800 and 1500 metres.

· Backstroke 50, 100, and 200 metres.

· Breaststroke 50, 100, and 200 metres.

· Butterfly 50, 100, and 200 metres.

· Individual Medley 100, 200, and 400 metres.

For the following age-groups: 7, 8 years.  

3 Seniors and Masters Club Records

Note: The selection of records exactly matches that adopted by the ASA, ASFGB, LEN and FINA.

All ages shall be as at 31st December in the year of competition, except for the seniors who shall be 18 on the day of competition.

3.1) The following Distances and Strokes shall be recognised for WDSC Club Records for both sexes for Short and Long Course:

· Freestyle 50, 100, 200, 400, 800 and 1500 metres.

· Backstroke 50, 100, and 200 metres.

· Breaststroke 50, 100, and 200 metres.

· Butterfly 50, 100, and 200 metres.

· Individual Medley 100 (SC Only), 200 and 400 metres.

For the following age groups: 18-24, 25-29, 30-34, 35-39, 40-44, 45-49, 50-54, 55-59, 60-64, 65-69, 70-74, 75-79, etc.

3.2) The following Distances and Strokes shall be recognised for WDSC Club Records for Teams of Men, Women and Mixed, for Short and Long Course:

· Freestyle 4*50 metres.

· Medley 4*50 metres.

For the following age groups: 72-99, 100-119, 120-159, 160-199, 200-239, 240-279, etc.

4 Eligibility

a) Swimmers must be a member of WDSC on the day of the swim.

b) Swimmers belonging to a second club (excluding teams listed in rule 4e) must be “first claim” swimmers of WDSC.

c) Swimmers shall be eligible competitors and registered with the ASA, Scottish ASA or Welsh ASA.

d) Swimmers must meet the requirements set by the ASA, Scottish ASA or Welsh ASA regarding minimum age of competition.

e) Swimmers must be representing:

· WDSC,

· Their school, university or college,

· Their county or regional ASA,

· Their employer,

· Their country or

· A non-swimming organisation (e.g. Guides or Scouts).

5 The Pool

a) Short Course Records may be made only in pools of 25 metres or 27 ½ yards in length.

b) Long Course Records may be made only in pools of 50 metres or 55 yards in length.

c) Open Course Records may be set in either short or long course pools.

d) The course shall be certified correct by an appropriate qualified person.

Note: The shallow end at Handy Cross is not an acceptable length for any records.

6 The Event

A record may only be made in:

· A competition held under the auspices of the ASA, Scottish ASA or Welsh ASA’s, or of any country affiliated to FINA.

· An unpaced individual race against time held in public provided that the date and venue have been fixed and advertised as such before the day of the event and the Referee, Starter, Judges, and Timekeepers are registered with the relevant governing body as officials in the capacity in which they are officiating.

· The WDSC Club Championships.

· A time trial organized by a WDSC Coach.

A swimmer in an individual event may apply for a record at an intermediate distance, provided that the performance is timed from the start of the event, and that the swimmer completes the scheduled distance without disqualification.

The first swimmer in a relay event may apply for a record over the distance of his or her leg, or over an intermediate distance of his or her leg, provided that the performance is timed from the start of the event, any subsequent disqualification of the team shall not be nullify the performance of the swimmer, provide that the disqualification occurs after his/her distance.

7 Timing

Record applications will only be accepted where times have been recorded using:

· Automatic or semi-automatic officiating equipment,

· A hand held timer operated by a qualified timekeeper, or

· (for events of at least 200m) timed to the satisfaction of the WDSC Club Coach.

Times must equal or exceed the existing record. This may be an initial standard time in events were no swimmer has previously claimed a record.

8 Applications

Applications shall be made in writing within 28 days. Applications should be sent to the WDSC Records Secretary, with a copy of the Result Sheets or other similar evidence.

Applications shall be published on the notice board and/or website and shall be ratified no earlier than one month after publication. In the event of any dispute within this one month period the WDSC Records Secretary shall pass the matter to the Club Committee to decide the validity of the application.

9 Certificates

A swimming setting a Club Record will be awarded a Gold Certificate of Achievement if:

· They set a Pre-age group, Age-group or Youth (Long course only); or Open or Junior (Short or Long course) Club Record, or

· They are set a Master's Club Record which both beats both the current Short Course and Long Course times converted according to ASA tables.

Silver Certificates will be awarded at the discretion of the WDSC Record's secretary. 

Note. Normally a single certificate will be awarded for a year's worth of swims shortly after a swimmer's birthday and will feature swims reaching the all-time top 10 rankings.

10 Changes to Rules

Changes to Club Record Rules shall be made by either:

· A decision by the Club Committee or at a WDSC AGM or EGM.

· Following publication without objection of the proposed rule change on the noticeboard and/or web site for a period of not less than a year, providing that such a change does not remove a Club Record from any prior successful Club Record claimant without their consent to the change.

Note (11th November 2010): The ASA has added Masters Records for 4*100 freestyle and medley relays and 4*200 freestyle relays. Views are sort as to whether or not corresponding WDSC records should be recognised.
